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Rationale:


The Faculty liaises closely with the Heads of Year, Heads of Faculty and class teachers and members of the Faculty attend meetings and provide INSET in other curriculum areas.  The Faculty, where appropriate advises on and assists in the organisation of special arrangements for assessment that will enable students to demonstrate their abilities more effectively both in internal and external assessments such as GCSE’s (General Certificates of Secondary Education).



	Parents/Carers as partners:

We will expect to work in partnership with parents and involve them fully in the education of their child via frequent communication both formal and informal.  The following will be applied where necessary:

· early notification through homework diary of any concerns about work

· consultation directly with parents if necessary which will include the Individual Education Plan process, Annual Reviews and Transition Plan procedures for students with statements of special educational needs


· liaison and support over the use of external agencies

· If a parent is concerned about the progress of their child they should contact the tutor in the first instance.  The tutor may involve the HOY or the SENCO if appropriate.
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
